Juneau can experience blackouts and brownouts at anytime of the year at any time of day. The risks associated with power loss include loss of data and hardware, as well hardware compromises that lead to malfunctions and even fire. Proper systems need to be put in place to mitigate this risk. Systems include uninterruptable power supplies that provide for continued service in the event of a blackout or provide a systematic  shutdown of systems to a safe state. Procedures need to be in place to also allow for resumption of systems when power is restored as well. We will be analyzing all of the current procedures and backup power systems to  verify that the risk of power loss is mitigated to an acceptable level.
