MOTION FOR ORDER TO SHOW CAUSE

WHY DISCOVERY HAS NOT BEEN PROVIDED



_________, counsel for __________, the guardian ad litem of the above-captioned minor, motions for an order to show cause as to why the state has not provided discovery in this matter.



The initial probable cause hearing in this matter was held on (DATE).  The assistant attorney general in this matter stated at the hearing that she had discovery and would distribute it immediately. At the time of the hearing the state filed a pleading with court orders and letters attached.  On (DATE) the GAL received a Motion to Dismiss from the state filed on an expedited basis.  Again, numerous court orders were attached.  During this entire time, the GAL has not had any information from the department.  Without discovery, the GAL simply cannot respond adequately to the state's pleadings. 



The calendaring order dated ________ orders the department to provide discovery related to the jurisdictional allegations of the petition to all parties not later than (DATE AND TIME), unless good cause is shown why discovery could not be provided.  The department did not provide discovery and has still not provided discovery ( ) days later.
